 Authorized patron must come into park to make the Pavilion reservation and 

receive a copy of the Parks Rules and Regulations. 

 Authorized patron that reserves the pavilion must be the first one to enter the 

park on the day of the event as well as sign in at the service counter and pay 

for the pavilion. There will be no exceptions to this policy.  

 AUTHORIZED PATRON THAT RENTS THE PAVILION/SIGNS 

LIABILITY WAVIER MUST STAY IN THE PARK WITH THE 

PARTY FOR ENTIRE TIME.  

 Guest list must be received at park no later than five (5) business days prior 

to the event in order to allow ample time for security to conduct background 

screening of persons on guest list. If guest list is not received in ample time, 

WPRA reserves the right to cancel reservation.  

 Glass bottles, balloons, and confetti are STRICTLY PROHIBITED in the 

park. Patrons caught with any items listed above, will be asked to remove 

items or leave the park.  

 Cakes, cupcakes, or food/drink of any sort is not allowed to be stored in 

WPRA drink coolers or WPRA kitchen area.  

 Pavilion reservation times are 900-1600 in the off seasons and 900 -1730 in 

the peak season. Pavilions should be empty for clean-up no later then 30 

minutes before closing.  

 

I acknowledge, that I have been instructed on the rules pertaining to renting a 

pavilion at Whiting Park Recreational Area.  

 

Any violations of these rules can result in all persons in the party being asked to 

vacate the park, as well as be denied access to the park in the future.
